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Release Notes for Recorder 6.14.4 (15/08/2009)

Contents

This release contains upgrade kits for version 6.14.4 of Recorder. There are 2 upgrade kits provided, one for any version and one for installations already upgraded to 6.13.3. 

In addition CD images are provided for the standalone and network versions of the install kit. 

Also contained within this release is the updated Dictionary Upgrade Kit (V3). This includes some minor wording changes and a fix for Vista which relates to the automatic request for elevation to the Admin account (if UAC is turned on). If the name of the program contains the word ‘setup’, then Vista automatically requests elevation for the program.  As this is not the case for the DictionaryUpgrade.exe a ‘manifest’ has been added to indicate to Vista what to do.
SQL Express Management Studio is included on the installation DVD for users to install themselves. This can be found in the SQLExpress folder within the Systems folder on both the network and standalone DVDs. Simply run the .msi file (SQLServer2005_SSMSEE.msi) to install them.

	Minor updates made in relation to CCN337 and CCN324: wording changes and a password prompt for the first user when logging on for the first time when a second user is added.

	19672
	A fix for sample types that were being truncated to 20 characters when importing data via the Import Wizard. The maximum length for fields mapped to the Short_Name field of Term List tables has been updated to match the length in those Term List tables: Record Type - set to 40, Association Type - set to 40, Sample Type - set to 20, Specimen Type - set to 20, Substrate - set to 20.

	Preventative measures implemented to try and stop intermittent ‘Access Violation’ issues encountered with the new Import Wizard. Namely in the following areas: cancelling while the data is being loaded, when Next clicked on Template page and while the data is being processed (Processing/Validating stage).

	Description

	19476
	Transfer from Recorder 2002 to Recorder 6 is now working when using a SQL Express instance installed from the Recorder DVD.  Settings were fixed for SQL Express installation. Unlike MSDE which uses the built-in Local System account, the default account used is the built-in Network Service account and that was causing the problem with transferring data.
The user is now also prompted for database login credentials before carrying out the migration.

	Improvements made to the clarity of the install process. 
· Wording changed throughout setup programs.

· No longer the need for a restart half way through install.

· Recorder extra components no longer installed as standard (but still on DVD) 
· Ability to browse the DVD from the menu 

· Fixed broken link to Getting Started Guide

	CCN333
	Stop the Report Wizard from losing selections of additional constraints when proceeding forward and backward through the Wizard pages.

	CCN331
	‘Full Edit (own data only)’ added to confidential section on the general tab in the options dialog.  This is now in keeping with the Recorder roles.

	CCN330
	The MetaData popup now implemented works for the actual items selected in the taxon and biotope dictionaries. Reveals the metadata keys TK, TVK, TLIK, TLK, TLVK.

	CCN329
	Show extra columns (eg location type) when searching for locations.  This is configured through the options dialog to allow location type, spatial ref and file code to be shown as extra fields when finding locations.

	CCN324
	When starting Recorder for the first time, there is now the ability to setup an initial user and a default Survey (configured from external ‘Survey Template.ini’ file).  A terms and conditions box is also displayed if the file ‘TermsandConditions.txt’ is located within the Recorder help directory.

	Boundary import: hints now in place for the combo boxes LocationField/BoundaryAttribute to assist the user to know what to do.

	19496
	Boundary Import: some hints not correct when using language manager.

	19347
	Import Wizard: Blank measurements are no longer added on import - from incident 19160 (for example a Measurement with Qualifier Adult Data blank is no longer added when the Adult column was blank for this observation).

	19346
	Import Wizard: Location Names now importing correctly (from Incident 19160) – location names are no longer being lost on import.

	19338
	Partial search on taxa now implemented correctly with trinomen (3 name parts) when using the recording card – the method now uses the same as that used in the Find dialog.

	19309
	The lists used for designation set reporting (as specified in the settings table) have been updated to remove two specific lists that are now included in the JNCC collation of species designations.

	19265
	Resolved several minor issues relating to the boundary Import: These included the ability to delete a match to a location, making the window larger and on returning to a manually resized window the window does not return to its original size.

	When a polygon layer is added it is now added at the top of the layer list.

	Import Wizard: minor wording amendments implemented (eg Tools/Options – ‘Use the v6.13 Import Wizard’ and an update to the  message displayed when choosing Make New Entry for a location with several grid refs)

	19192
	When importing Associated Species in the import wizard there must also be an Association Type. If this is not present or correctly filled in this is now flagged as an error.

	19191
	Import Wizard - MapMate data import error. The key generation code has been altered to use already generated values instead of re-using values from the master table that may not correspond to what is needed.

	Import Wizard: resolved problems with survey event/ sample splits – two scripts issued by JNCC for splitting issues relating to survey event comment and sample comment and for column matching in the import wizard for survey event weather, taxon determination comment and taxon determination occurrence.

	Fixed problematic characters in the import wizard to their standard equivalents: Long dash ( – ) to hyphen ( - ), Left and right double quotes ( “ ” ) to standard quotes ( " ), Double low-9 ( „ ) quote to standard quote ( " ). In addition errors highlighted with long location names which changed when expanding the column width was resolved: the conversion to SQL parsing for some data missed out a trimming function that was used after the initial validation.

	Import Wizard: Location Name now being imported

	19160
	When fixing an error in one cell (on the column matching window of the import wizard) by updating another cell the entire row is now updated in the database rather than just the cell that changed. This means that in this situation data is no longer missing on import.

	19157
	Import wizard missing error flagging at the column selection stage only at invalid item stage of import (eg no location data) and today’s date displayed as ‘%s’ in the saved details for the taxon occurrence. The former was caused by an error in checking inter-dependencies between columns which has now been fixed and the latter was triggered by an unformatted error message and required StdValLib to be rebuilt.

	Import Wizard: error caused by deleting a row of data in the import wizard. This was due to an incorrect version of the column mapping page being called as well as the matching tables needing to be cleared prior to going through the matching pages.

	Recording Card: General issues regarding the reloading process CCN280 relating to the colour scheme of the grid lines and the added records in Windows-Classic. The PlaceCard.pas file was updated to changes these colours.

	CCN262 
	Recorder is now more compatible with Microsoft Windows Vista.  Includes:
· Installed to correct directory

· Programs elevated to correct privilege level

	CCN268
	Provides the ability to restrict a user’s access to individual surveys.  Via Tools – User Configuration.  Restricts the individual surveys that a user can access.

	CCN272
	Enables the main screens in Recorder to be resized by the user to take advantage of greater screen space on modern monitors – enables the contents to be read more easily. This is carried out throughout the application to provide a more user friendly user interface (UI).

	CCN276
	Report Wizard – include ‘Survey Tags’ as a selectable/reporting attribute.

	CCN278
	Include the fields; ‘Specimen Number’, ‘Type’, ‘Comment’ and ‘Location’, on the Species card.

	CCN280
	Reload data from a sample back into a recording card.  This is to allow a user to view and append the data in a similar fashion to how they recorded it.  Observation Hierarchy – Sample – Load into Recording Card.

	CCN284
	Debugs a range of functionality relating to grid squares which causes an EspatialRefSystemConversion error. Several different issues resolved involving locations and their corresponding grid squares (eg when a grid reference for a site is not in the top ten grid squares in the list).  

	CCN288 
	Report Wizard – ‘Export to Other Formats’ issue resolved if filename already exists.  The system no longer gets stuck in a loop when trying to exit the window.

	CCN289
	Resolves the production of inaccurate report results due to a problem with the report wizard including non-preferred determinations.

	CCN290
	Ensures that the taxon facts and codes are consistently displayed in the right hand information pane of the taxon dictionary and the synonyms are generated correctly.

	CCN291
	Ensures all relevant database tables are exported where necessary in both xml and zipped format. Organisation_Department, Survey_Event_Owner_Type, Keyword, Concept & Location_Type. The SMART add-in tables were hardcoded into the Recorder database schema – this is to allow users without the SMART add-in  table to import data exported from Recorder installations that do have the Add-in. If the smart add-in tables already exist they will not be deleted and recreated.

	CCN292
	Ensures that the reassign custodian functionality on export works correctly for all tables (Survey_Event_Owner, Survey_Event_Owner_Type, Survey_Event_Tag, Concept.

	CCN293
	Ensures that the dropdown list on the general tab in the observation hierarchy adds a new determination to an occurrence rather than changing the existing one (relates to both taxon and biotope occurrences).

	CCN297
	Update SQL function [FormatDatePart] to cater for leap years. This fixes the bug in the code relating to leap years which causes the arithmetic overflow error when reporting on a polygon.

	CCN298
	Ensures that all parent locations are also exported when a sub site is exported.

	CCN299
	Ensures that the biotope determination date is populated correctly when entering data via the species card. This fixes the problem where a blank biotope determination date field causes an error on export.

	CCN301(na)
	Allows apostrophes in Location Name field on the species card.

	CCN302
	Allows the user to specify a spatial reference system when importing grid references in the import wizard. This is to cater for situations where a grid reference could be valid in two different systems; this allows the user to actually specify the system.

	CCN303
	Enhances the performance of the Custodian – Reassign on database procedure with large datasets.  This process was timing out under heavy load.

	CCN305
	Provides a method of saving taxon and location matches in the import wizard to save time and improve efficiency (matches are saved automatically if the system crashes).  Plus remove certain ‘hot-key’ functionality (‘c’ to avoid cancelling out of the import wizard).

	CCN307
	Establishes a designation index and integrates this into the current reporting mechanisms as well as providing the ability to easily report on designations via Report Wizard.

	CCN309
	CCN309 - Import Wizard - rewrite import processing code to be more efficient for larger files.

Key Points:

· The processing of table rules has been rewritten to work server side – drastically improving the performance of this step.  

· Column mapping: Validation no longer happens automatically when changing column associations but rather need to manually click the validate button.  

· Column mapping: as much parsing as possible is now done server side.  Also the data is now only parsed once (not twice as in previous wizard).

· Matching pages: ‘make new entries’ and ‘commit’ functionality added to these screens.

Note: The wizard still makes of an intermediate Access database in the background for use when performing validation.

	CCN310
	Displays the dictionary version number in the ‘About Recorder’ info screen – this enables users to easily see which version of the dictionary they have installed.

	CCN311
	Functionality introduced to make the map window more efficient and logical – provides additional menu options when right-clicking a polygon in the map window.

	CCN312
	Changes the length of a field (Original_Code) in the Biotope table from 20 to 30 characters to enable habitat dictionary upgrades.

	CCN313
	Provides additional functionality to provide consistency in the map window with GIS (ability to move the layers up and down easily).

	CCN314
	Functionality introduced to enable improved links with GI systems. This CCN enables polygons in an external file to be matched to locations in Recorder on import.

	CCN315
	Additional functionality added to the feature of exporting to .shp to create greater links with GI systems – includes additional attributes in the export file and the creation a projection file.

	CCN316
	Enables the Map File and Object ID fields on the Geo Info\Boundaries tab in the location hierarchy to be editable (in order to store external polygon data in the database). This change requires the addition of a new attribute to the data model [Location_Boundary.External_File] which is used to store the GIS layer’s file name when using an external GIS polygon. The magnifying glass button functionality should be retained for locating the polygons from the map.

	CCN317
	Provide the functionality to directly tag Admin Areas to samples to allow samples with locations to be associated with admin areas.

	CCN319
	Ship and install SQL Express 2005 instead of MSDE with Recorder.
The setup and uninstall programs have been modified as a necessity to installing SQL Express.  Note: SQL Express install is slow compared to MSDE.
SQL Express tools (Management tools) are included on the DVD. (Under System\SQL Express\ SQLEXPR_TOOLKIT.EXE)
An instance name is enforced when using SQL Express.  
MSDE instances are not upgraded to SQL Express.

	ufn_rtf2plaintext to cater for special characters

	CCN321
	Additional functionality for matching locations from a GI file (related to CCN314). Includes ability to sort columns and to navigate to the location hierarchy to select correct location.

	CCN323
	Additional functionality for matching locations from a GI file (related to CCN314). Ability to make new location entries from the import boundary screen.

	Description

	17992 + 17578
	Export as a .shp file created a triangle when imported into MapInfo (three vectors) and a three sided open shape when imported into ArcGIS. Export to .shp now encloses polygons and distribution points – resolved by adding first point again.

	18043
	When adding new taxon and biotope occurrences now inherit the date of the sample by default rather than the current system date. 

	18081
	System now limits the deletion of record attributes where the current system is not the custodian. These are: Names and Addresses (Orgs) - Depts and Documents – Keywords.

	18213
	The Rucksack screen no longer errors when the relevant rucksack item keys are not present in the database. The rucksack.pas file has been updated to add a check to make sure that the name_key exists in the database before doing anything that'll break if it isn't. If the name_key is not found in the database the key is discarded (as currently happens for taxons).

	18581
	Changing the 'Batch Updates' path did not keep the change after exiting Recorder. The batch update file path is now saved to the registry. 

	18639
	Issues relating to the NBN Exchange addin particularly a timeout problem and a very slow query. An index was created on Taxon Occurence data for measurement qualifier to increase the speed and execution of the query.

	18760
	When starting Recorder (on Vista) it tries to update registry entries that only an Admin has rights to change. This has been resolved and Recorder no longer tries to register itself every time it loads.

	18763
	Issue experienced when using the Import Wizard on SQL 2005 -  relating to the ‘Column "#master.Record_No" is invalid...’ error.  Resolved by updating the IWTableRule table to include minimum around the master record.


Installation Instructions
For existing installations

This release can be installed using the supplied Upgrade kits. The Upgrade Kit for 6.13.3 folder contains the upgrade files required for installations already at version 6.13.3 or higher, otherwise the Upgrade Kit folder is required.
For new installations
DVD Images are provided; running the Setup.exe will start off the install process, follow the on-screen instructions to carry out the installation.
