Release Notes for Recorder 6 version 6.17.1.250
January 2012

This upgrade contains many bug fixes and a few minor changes. New standalone and network installation disks will be issued shortly. The installations done with these DVDs will comply with the latest Microsoft standards and recommendations.

Please run the upgrade as specified on the Recorder 6 web-site http://jncc.defra.gov.uk/page-4612 or as specified in the Recorder 6 Help. 

If you encounter any problems with Recorder 6, please report them on the Recorder Forum, part of the NBN Forum http://forums.nbn.org.uk/index.php#idx3 .
This upgrade must only be run on version 6.14.4.212 onwards. If you are running an earlier version you must upgrade to v6.14.4.212 before .running this upgrade.
N.B. The upgrade contains a new version of JNCCDel5Records.xml. This xml batch update has been modified to take account of user survey restriction which can be implemented via Tools – User Configuration (only available to system managers). The upgrade will overwrite the existing version with the new version. It deletes down from a level in the observation hierarchy and is available via Batch Updates on the right click menu in that hierarchy. For its description see Tools – Run Batch Updates – Delete – Del5 Deletes down from a level. 

Changes that may be of more interest to users
The Recorder 6 version 6.17 standalone and network installation DVDs have modifications that enable the system to be installed more easily with the 32 bit and 64 bit versions of SQL Server 2008 Express. Modifications also enable it to be installed with Windows Server 2008.

Recorder 6 version 6.17 is compatible with the Microsoft Windows 7 operating system. It includes changes to accommodate the more rigorous security requirements of Windows 7, and the standalone and network installation DVDs for this version have been modified to make installation with Windows 7 more straight forward. Different elements of the system are stored in more appropriate locations to avoid the permissions problems that arose when the application files and folders were all placed in C:\Program Files.

	Import Wizard fails with '-' in abundance column.
	The Import Wizard will now import '-', ‘*’, ‘+’, ‘#’ etc. as abundance data or taxon occurrence data, but not’$’. See http://forums.nbn.org.uk/viewtopic.php?pid=9712#p9712 . Funded by the Recorder-D project, Germany. Recorder-D is the German version of Recorder 6.

	Moving Column Heading in Report Wizard
	Prior to 6.15, it was possible to change the order of the columns in the report wizard filter result window, by dragging and dropping the column headers. This facility was lost when the green filter bar at the top of the window was introduced but it has now been reinstated. Funded by the Recorder-D project, Germany.

	Comments on record card have last character truncated
	On a recording card, a sample comment no longer has its last character truncated when it is saved to the database.

	Lasterror.txt file location
	The unhandled error handling has been modified. The style of the error messages is similar to those in recent releases but the text files that contain the messages are stored in a different location. Information at the top of a message specifies where they will be saved. Multiple files can be saved with names like Error-73448034840937.txt and the system automatically deletes any over 7 days old. With Windows XP, a typical location is C:\Documents and Settings\All Users\Documents\Recorder 6\Errors; with Windows 7, C:\Users\Public\Documents\Recorder 6\Errors.

	Comments on record card should be cleared after saving
	When using a recording card to enter data, the sample comment in the heading of the recording card is no longer preserved after saving a set of observations as it is more likely to be different for each sample. Funded by the Recorder-D project, Germany.

	272
	Remove filter on data treeviews - should keep current location in tree
	When a filter is applied to a window, using the [Show All] button (usually bottom right) to remove the filter makes all data in the window accessible again via the hierarchy, or list, in the left-hand panel, but now, the item that was selected when the [Show All] button was clicked will be highlighted. This applies, for example, when viewing a taxon occurrence (species observation) from the filter result in the report wizard. Also when using the [Related Data] button, the simple filter, the Go To (key) add-in, via Tools - Go To, or when loading a filter. Funded by the Recorder-D project, Germany.

	Simple filter on admin areas
	The simple filter (funnel icon) now works correctly in the admin areas dictionary. 

	285
	Report Wizard, partial search on species
	Partial name searching for taxa can now be used to select taxa for inclusion in a Report Wizard report. Funded by the Recorder-D project, Germany.

	287
	Picking a coordinate on the map should show a temporary marker
	If the Get button (magnifying glass) next to a prompt for a spatial reference is used to obtain a spatial reference from the map, then when the pointer tool is used in the map window to select a spatial reference, a small red marker will now appear, temporarily, representing the spatial reference generated, along with a label containing the spatial reference. Funded by the Recorder-D project, Germany.

	Domain error on import
	During an import wizard import, a domain error was occurring occasionally, when the locations match screen was about to be loaded (e.g. after clicking Next on the Species match screen). A range check has been added to the code to resolve this problem.

	Report Wizard fails on place reports with some combinations of attributes
	Location reports via the report wizard now work as expected – see http://forums.nbn.org.uk/viewtopic.php?pid=9697#p9697

	293
	Obs Key is a Memo field in export to Access
	If you export data including the Obs Key field from the Report Wizard to an Access database this field was defined as a Memo field in the Access database which causes problems – see http://forums.nbn.org.uk/viewtopic.php?pid=9670#p9670 . This is now defined as varchar. Obs Key is then a 16 ch. text field when you export data to an Access database.

	Checking Access And Permissions Pre Upgrade
	Software and dictionary upgrades now check whether the person doing the upgrade has sufficient access and permissions to complete the process, and also checks for the appropriate database sequence value, before doing anything else.

	Dictionary Upgrade Kit
	The upgrade kit now checks that the sequence of upgrade numbers for zipped Access files is correct as well as the sequence for SQL files. The absence of this check could have prevented updates from working. See also 241

	100
	Installation fails during installation of SQL Server Express
	The installation kits have been modified to exclude SQL Server Express from the disks, since problems had occurred when the version provided was not kept up to date and became incompatible with current versions of Windows. The user is expected to download and install SQL Express before installation.

	SQL Express 2008 instance not detected
	The installation kit now supports installation against 64 bit instances of SQL Express or SQL Server.

	148
	Internationalisation of the Report Wizard attribute & group names
	More text now appears in German in Recorder-D. The “hot click” functionality on report wizard output has been fixed for internationalised versions. Funded by the Recorder-D project, Germany.

	Creating a rucksack or recording card without permissions causes crash
	An appropriate message now appears in these circumstances.

	Performance of change backup location dialog
	The performance of the facility to change the backup location has been greatly improved. See also 260.

	237
	Restore database with no permissions- incorrect error
	Restoring a database without permission to do so used to show a message that you cannot backup – this has been corrected to say you cannot restore.

	239
	Inappropriate entries in Tips.txt
	Some inappropriate entries in the 'Tips' file which feeds the Welcome window have been removed.

	241
	Dictionary Upgrade
	If two zip files were in the Scripts folder when DictionaryUpgrade.exe was run then some of the updates in the second one didn’t get done. This problem has now been resolved so that any number of scripts can be run together. See also 89

	250
	Dialogs getting stuck behind things
	Changes have been made to try to resolve this problem but if it continues to occur please report instances on the Recorder Forum, part of the NBN Forum http://forums.nbn.org.uk/index.php#idx3 . If Recorder 6 becomes unresponsive, check whether a dialog box is hidden behind the window you are viewing by viewing a window in other software then returning to Recorder 6, or by using Alt/Tab to cycle through the different programs running.

	Change backup location dialog problems
	The first problem is covered by 236

The dialog no longer crashes if the current backup location is inaccessible to SQL Server

	261
	Standalone installer creates invalid backup location on Windows 7
	The backup problems with Windows 7 installations have been resolved.

	262
	Install kit dependency on SQL DMO
	SQL DMO, a Backward Compatibility component, is no longer required to install Recorder 6 with SQL Server 2008. 

	263
	Install kit has special handling for Vista, but not Windows 7
	The install kit now detects when Recorder 6 is being installed with Windows 7 and takes appropriate actions.

	264
	Install kit folder locations
	Installation folders now all go in the correct place according to Windows standards. Things users need to be able to change go into public documents or Program Data for Windows 7 installations.

	266
	Network install terms and conditions
	The terms and conditions text file in the network install kit's Install Files\Help folder has been removed pending the provision of more accurate information.

	267
	Standalone install should be more intelligent about asking for logins
	The standalone installer now only asks for the login once.

	270
	Access to spatial ref control limited via COM interfaces
	Read and write access has been allowed to the spatial ref control, by declaring a new interface ISpatialRefControl to provide the required access. Funded by the Recorder-D project, Germany.

	273
	Export of Address Data fails when Address 1 is empty
	Addresses are now exported even if the first line is empty. Funded by the Recorder-D project, Germany.

	276
	Addin installer fails to copy over pre-installed addin
	If you try to install an add-in which already exists in the Addins folder, you can use the current copy rather than copying over a new one making it easier when installing add-ins across a network.

	278
	SQL Convertor messes up simple filters with LEN or ISNULL functions
	The query handling code in Recorder has been improved. This means that custom filters added to the database can now use the LEN, CASE and IS_NULL SQL keywords. It does not affect users who do not write their own simple filters.

	Wrong message shown on taxon occurrence when try to edit the count field
	When you edit a taxon occurrence, then press a key in the count box on the general tab (which is just a read only view), Recorder no longer displays an incorrect message about not having custody.

	Installation of SQL Server 2008 Express R2
	Recorder 6 now installs routinely with SQL Server 2008 Express R2

	283
	Register map screen i18n problems
	The spatial reference is now delocalised into the database properly. Beforehand it was being delocalised twice resulting in an invalid sref. Funded by the Recorder-D project, Germany.

	286
	Taxon selection screen in report wizard does not display html formatted species names properly
	The taxon selection screen in the report wizard now displays html formatted species names properly. Funded by the Recorder-D project, Germany.

	289
	Large fonts mode on Vista - Add New Record card dialog problem
	When using large fonts on Vista, the add new record card dialog now scales properly so the right and bottom of the dialog aren’t missing.

	291
	Internationalisation of additional strings
	More text now appears in German in Recorder-D. Funded by the Recorder-D project, Germany.

	294
	DEP prevents application from running.
	If Data Execution Prevention is enabled then the Recorder application was crashing on startup – see http://forums.nbn.org.uk/viewtopic.php?id=2309. DEP is enabled by default on Windows Server but not on other OS versions. Recorder 6 now runs with DEP enabled.

	295
	Exception handling under Windows 7
	MadExcept has been upgraded to version 3 as suggested on their forum. This means that the error dialog looks slightly different, but still has basically the same functionality. It also means that the error information reported back to developers is more accurate on Windows 7.

	296
	Upgrade to v6.17.1.245 with Dictionary Images folder missing
	Upgrading Recorder 6 to v6.17 now works even if the Dictionary Images folder is missing.

	297
	Installation  - Update System Requirements window
	The references to Windows 98 have been removed from the System Requirements window that appears during installation. 

	298
	Error message when exporting data
	Errors occurring when attempting to export to a folder without permissions were resolved when working on 282

	305
	Location reports not working in some cases
	Location reports via the report wizard were crashing with certain combinations of attributes but now work as expected 

	311
	Import wizard problems
	The column headings Sample Comment, Specimen Comment and Survey Event Comment now match automatically 
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
