The figures are still provisional, because of :
i) the revision process related to the traditional projects is still ongoing; and
ii) t he results of the calls related to 2016 Preparatory projects are not yet 
available.

However, both elements are not expected to significantly change the situation.



Replicability and Transferability

· Replicability & transferability are increasingly important. The Guidelines 
clearly state that communication/ dissemination and networking actions are 
insufficient in this respect. 

· Expected replication and transferability activities vary across priority areas so 
check the Guidance.

· Proposals now have 10,000 characters to solely address this element within the 
B3 form.

Sustainability

· Projects need to show how the EUôs investment will be secured, maintained, 
developed, made use of or replicated after the end of the project.  

· It is essential to demonstrate your projectôs sustainability within your 
application.

Double funding

· The Evaluators are carrying out increasingly stringent checks on double 
funding.

· Increased clarity on eligibility of indirect costs (i.e. overheads) for NGOs with 
operating grants who are also applying for traditional grants.

Close to Market projects

· Traditional LIFE Environment & Resource Efficiency projects and Climate 
Mitigation projects encourage close to market applications which:

¹ Propose a new, demonstrative solution able to bring clear environmental 
and/or climate benefits e.g. in the fields of waste management, circular 
economy, resource efficiency, climate change mitigation, and water; and

¹ Have a level of technical and business readiness allowing them to implement 
their solution in close -to-market conditions (i.e. at industrial or commercial 
scale) during the project duration.

· Typical applicants are private organisations, from small businesses to large 
industries.

· Nature & Biodiversity

¹ Greater clarity on what is expected if the application contains figures which 
differ to those listed upon the Standard Data Forms.

· Environment & Resource Efficiency

¹ Emphasis on close to market projects.

· Environmental Governance & Information

¹ Additional information on what is expected within the baseline, i.e. where 
appropriate include further detail on the governance structure for relevant 
policy area.

¹ Refinement of what is expected within the Land ïuse, land ïuse change and 

forestry (LULUCF) priority area:
ė Mitigation practices in the land use sector
ė Improve greenhouse gas accounting
ė Contribute to sustainable forest management and sustainable use of biomass

¹ Emphasis on close to market projects

· Climate Adaptation

· Climate Governance & Information
¹ Additional project topic: 
Projects enhancing consumers' empowerment to benefit from real -world fuel 
consumption savings in cars and vans and allow consumers to make informed 
purchase decisions for cars with low pollutant emissions.

Re-submissions

· You need to remember the context has changed -donôt just improve the 
criticisms:

¹ Link to other recently funded projects ïcheck the LIFE database for new 
projects in July; and

¹ Increase focus on replicability & transferability ïthe EU are expecting more 
with each Call.

· There is a question within the A7 Form which asks if the project is a re-
submission. Use this question to add further justification as to why the project 
has improved since the previous submission.

LIFE projects must show...

· EU added -value ïdemonstrating/developing EU policy or objectives.

· Innovation ïapplies/tests techniques, approaches not used before (across
EU), that offers advantagescompared to current best practice & capable of EU
replicability .

· Value for money ïis there sufficient impact for the amount of money spent?

· Will not fund projects focusedon researchor large items of infrastructure .

· Quantified objectives - you need to know your baseline before you submit 
your proposal.

· If you are building on from a previous LIFE project you need to show why this 
new phase is complementary and how results will be sustained (without 
additional resources from the LIFE programme)
