Page organisation of target
wehbsites usually tends towards
either:

Tidy and hierarchical, related pages
share most of a URL string, eg BTCV
handbooks website

Broad and flat, with pages and
documents not in a hierarchy;
pages related by topic do not
share an address string. Eg JNNC website

Other issues which affect the
choice of URL: do the target
website's high level pages link
well to their PDFs? Are the
PDFs usefully keyworded?
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
